      As you can see, we are not having enough revenue from the Iron-in-the-Hat raffle to cover our average monthly expenses like we used to. Nothing has changed except we are having reduced number of members attending our events. Seven of our events were under what we needed on a monthly average to continue the same. Therefore, we are trying different ways to get revenue that will be fair and equal to every member. The $13 fee when you sign in, like at the last event at David’s worked well and no one complained, which is good. Jay Abboud recommended that in addition to the $13 fee that we have a 50/50 raffle. It is not required that anyone purchase tickets but the ones that want to could buy as many $1 tickets as they want.  We would have the drawing after lunch and the winning ticket would get 1/2 of the money from the tickets and the other 1/2 would go to ODBSA for expenses. I believe with the two systems working, we will have a better opportunity to get the demonstrators you want and to pay our other expenses. 


    Other things that will help is that we will have a separate budget for mailing  the Newsletter; we will probably charge the members that want to do hands-on the cost of metal used and  $10 charged for dvds of our previous demonstrators will now 
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go to ODBSA instead to the ones that made/produced them. Up to this point ODBSA paid for everything from the Iron-in-the-Hat raffle“only”. Hat and t-shirts will remain the same: ODBSA cost.


     Due to the lack of funds because of low attendance in the last 6 months, "things must change". We are trying to make everything equal and fair to all members. In reality the members that accept the Newsletter by the computer are subsidising the other members: without computers, want it mailed to them because they are having problems downloading the Newsletter, don't like waiting to download, some don’t like the computer, some just want a hard copy, etc.


     What does it cost to print and mail an ODBSA Newsletter?  


Printing cost  $.49 each for a color page X 6 pages = $2.94 Per Newsletter (Office Max)


Printing cost $.10 each for black & white time 6 equals $.60. (Office Max)


Stamps now cost about $.54 per Newsletter.


Others expenses: envelopes, staples, addressing envelopes, time to staple/fold, time to take to post office, gas to post office, etc


 A. Printing color cost $2.94 each + $.54 stamp = $3.48 X 11months = $37.28 a year not counting other expenses


B. Printing black & white cost $.60 each + $.54 stamp = $1.14 x 11months = $12.28 a year not counting other expenses.


     We have had an average of 22 members each month to mail to over the last 3 years.�A. 22 members x $37.28 each =  $820.16 a year to mail color Newsletters (which we did for over two years)


B. 22 members x 12.28 =$270.16 to mail back and white Newsletter


     Most of our Newsletters are less than 500 kb in size.


If you have a computer that has a slow dial up of 28.8 kb the download speed for ODBSA Newsletter (500 kb) is said to be about 144 seconds or less than 2½ minutes.


***** Starting in January 2009 there will be no free Newsletter except for the Officers of ODBSA.  For ODBSA members wanting a black/white ODBSA Newsletter mailed to them the cost will be $20.00 a year (Jan. to Dec.) for 11 Newsletters. $2.00 a copy from February on. No Color copies will be mailed.

    Eastern Farrier Conference

     This was Danny Ward’s (owner/manager/teacher of the Danny Ward Horseshoeing School) 31st year hosting this event.


     Charlie Boothe and I attended this event on Saturday November 8, 2008 in Martinsville, VA. It had all kinds of vendors with new anvils, tongs, gas forges etc. I bought a pair of farrier tongs and a rounding hammer that were not very expensive. Danny provided free lunch and drinks. 


     In the morning Danny assisted a young fellow about 9 years old who has been practicing forging at Danny’s place, do a blacksmithing demo. This young man did very well; he heated a piece of steel and shaped it into the item that he wanted to make.


    After lunch we had a clinic on making horseshoes from a piece of steel and putting them on the horse. The demonstrators were the farriers that I had watched train at Danny’s place last year. They placed 1st, 2nd and 3rd in this National competition in Kentucky in February. Besides being the best farriers in the country, they are great blacksmiths also. It was fun to watch.


    Charlie and I did not stay for the auction that evening, but last year ODBSA members donated hand forged items for the auction that brought in over $600 for the benefit of Saint Jude’s Children’s Hospital, ODBSA also paid for Master Blacksmith Dale Morse to do an hour demonstration there.


     Danny Ward is an ODBSA member and supports us. We have used his place the last three years in July. 


     We were honored to have Danny and Bill Jenner (who works with Danny at his school) attend our last event of the year at SunRise Forge in Rustburg, VA. 





         * What are we going to do the first five months of the year 2009? This is a no brain-er for me because the number of new people that have joined ODBSA to learn this Craft in the last few months has been phenomenal. At our last event we had 10 people become members that are new to this craft and 8 older members. If time permits we all will attempt a forge weld and anything else that you want to do.


   We will start at 9 am and hopefully finish around 5 pm. My wife, Jocelyne, normally has something for us to nibble on in the morning and    something for lunch, if not we will go to the country store for lunch.

      On November 13, 2008 Ken Herdon and Ted Crockett came to my Plantation Forge in Long Island, VA to attend a hands-on Introductory Class into Blacksmithing that we offer free to any beginner smith.  From South (Danville area) 29 North to Gretna-29 North Bus. In Gretna to traffic light. Turn right (40 east) go 10 miles to Mount Airy. Turn left on 640. Stay on 640 to 761. Turn right on 761. Stay on 761 You will see Straightstone Baptist Church keep on 761 and turn right on 3rd paved road from Church. Honeybee rd rte 639-----  white mail box on right  #816. Gravel driveway is ½ mile . �From East (Brookneal) 40 West to Cody (brick country store) at Cody- turn right on 640 and stay on 640 to dead end. Turn left on 639- When you see sign of leave Halifax county enter Pittsylvania Co. it is 1st driveway on left –white mailbox #816 –Gravel driveway is ½ mile long.� From North (Lynchburg) 29 south to traffic light at rte24. Turn left (24 east) to 501. On 501 go south to Gladys (approx 8 miles).
