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                    Review

     It always amazes me when I reflect on the previous years and the year of 2010 is no exception. In fact, for me, this past year turned out much better than anticipated because of what we saw & learned, members participation in every aspect of this non-profit organization, number of new members, our first experience with our group demonstrations to the public, hands on training and especially pleasing to see, the number of individual members doing public demonstrations.  All of the above helps to justify the hard work of some of our members do to make this happen for the 5th year in a row.


     That’s amazing in itself to say that we have been functioning now going on our 6th year. Why do I say that?  A brief history will help to explain this. We have had over 175 applications to join since November 2005 with an average attendance at our monthly Events of 20+ this last year. Yes, members come and go for numerous reasons but what I see is that besides holding onto the small core of dedicated members, it’s extremely important to continue to have a flow of new members, if we are planning on providing one of the best opportunities of any existing blacksmithing group in the USA to learn this historic craft from mainly professional Blacksmiths on a monthly basis.


      In the last couple of years, I have found out, to retain more of the newer members we must provide them with some hands-on training to help them decide if they want to continue on with this hobby. The new members that have taken a class with me or other places have improved our retention rate of these members (members who attend some of our events during the year) by about 50%.


     One might ask: why is it necessary to do all of this? It’s primarily about money, because of the way we are set up with expenses like our computer site, hiring professional smiths to demonstrate for us, insurance plus other expenses we need the revenue from admission fee, auctions and raffles if we are to continue the way we have been operating over the last 5 years.


     One suggestion that has been offered is why don’t we use our own non-professional members to demonstrate for us at every event so that we don’t have to worry so much about money?


     Recently, I’ve been asked: why don’t we have an election of officers?  I personally think that is a great idea. The influx of new blood with new ideas would be great.  In fact, our very first year, we did actually try to have an election of officers. There were about 25 of members in attendance at this Event where we were scheduled to have an election.  You see, my plan was to be the self appointed President for no longer than a year. The results after asking and begging the attending membership to volunteer to be any kind of officer, including the president’s job, is that: “no one wanted to be one”.  Since that time, as most of you know, we have been very fortunate to have some of our members step up and become officers. They all have done an exceptional job. 


     I would like to thank all of you who attended some or most of our Events this past year.       Green Coal Report

 11-13-10 at David Tucciarone’s Sunrise Forge





     Since moving to Lynchburg from Danville in 1994 I’ve driven by David Tucciarone’s Sunrise Forge on Route 29 many times on the way to visit family back in Danville. Each time I passed it I would say to my wife and son, “I’m going by there one day to find out how to get started in Blacksmithing”. Needless to say, it wasn’t until July 4, 2010, when I met Bobby Floyd at Thomas Jefferson’s Poplar Forest, that I made my mind up to get into this addictive craft. 


     I was excited to see that the ODBSA’s November 2010 meeting was to be held at David’s Sunrise Forge. I’ve often wondered what kind of equipment he used inside of his building. 


     On the morning of November 13, 2010 I arrived early to help put up a long gutter on David Tucciarone’s forge building that had been taken down for repair. As expected, David Hinshaw knew exactly what tools and screws were needed to perform this task. I’ve been told that David Hinshaw is like a walking encyclopedia of construction knowledge. I helped David, Bobby Floyd, and Wendell Wyland install the gutter in just a few minutes. 


     Just as we finished installing the gutter, John Elliott and his wife arrived from Chester, Virginia in their large box truck. They came to sell Blacksmith supplies to ODBSA members at the meeting. John operates Blacksmith Supply LLC and it was a great pleasure to have him save us some money on shipping charges. I personally purchased a nice quality “nail header” to make rosehead nails and several other reasonably priced items. 


     President Bobby Floyd asked me to sell raffle tickets to members for a chance to win three sets of “Tom Tongs”, which were donated by John Elliott to raise money for the ODBSA.                


      After selling a lot of tickets for the three pairs of Tom Tongs we drew the winning ticket. I called out the winning ticket number and waited for what seemed like minutes, with no one speaking up. Finally, after the long silence, Bobby Floyd presented the winning ticket he had purchased. Bobby was busy during lunch looking through the many Tom Tongs on display to find the three he wanted.


     Shortly after 10:00AM we were seated at the forge. President Bobby Floyd welcomed everyone to the November 		                                                      Con’t on next page 











meeting and introduced some new members in attendance. He asked Wendell Wyland to speak about an upcoming open house in Nelson County. The Chalk Level Buggy Works was having an open house the following weekend. They restore antique buggies, sleighs, cannons, etc. My wife and I attended the open house and had a nice time.


     Bill Roy came forward to talk about ODBSA’s presence on facebook.com and invited everyone to join. Several members were given directions on how to sign up on Facebook and join our page. 


     David Tucciarone began his demonstration following the announcements. He began with showing us how he makes a tea towel holder. The top of the holder had a nice leaf with veins on it. David created the stem of the leaf first and then hammered the leaf out on the top of the stem. Using a tinsmith hammer, he had converted to a cross-pein by rounding over the peen edge; David made 45-degree strikes on the leaf to create the veins. 


     To create the necessary bends in the metal for the towel holder, David pulled out the universal bender he had made from 1 ¼” and 1 ½” pipe. This bender fits into the 1 ¼” hardy hole on his anvil. He said it was hard to find tools available to fit a 1 ¼” hardy hole, so you have to make most of them. 


     Once the tea towel holder was heated and bent correctly he demonstrated how to create the “screw flats”. The screw flats are the areas where a screw will be inserted to secure the holder to the wall. After heating the towel holder to the desired temperature, a small piece of mild steel (same size as the flats he will create) was placed over the towel holder and they were placed under David’s large treadle hammer. With a strong and solid blow each flat was created perfectly. David said he prefers to drill the necessary holes rather than hot-punching them, in order to prevent distortion. 


     The final step in creating the tea towel holder was to straighten the metal to the desired shape. Using a setup David had created using a bench, vice grips, blocks of metal, and a c-clamp, he placed the towel holder in the vice grips and clamp to straighten it. Using a maple wood hammer, he straightened each section at a time. David uses maple wood hammers because they are very strong, yet they do not dent the metal they are striking. 


     David mentioned a book by William F. Dohrmann entitled “101 things you can build from Horseshoes” (Available at www.piehtoolco.com for $13.30 – Item # BK50). He quickly demonstrated how to make a hook from a horseshoe prior to lunch. 


     Following lunch David demonstrated how to create a heart-shaped match holder. Using ¾” black pipe to create the match cup for this project, David pointed out to only buy American Made pipe. He stated that Ferguson Enterprises sells good American made schedule 40 pipe, but Lowes sells the cheaper foreign made version. The American made pipe is much easier to work with.


      Just before demonstrating the process of making the heart-shaped match holder, David pointed out that he uses his anvil with the horn to his right. He said when he is forming metal around the horn he can more easily look around to the other side of the anvil to see, with the anvil situated this way. 


     Prior to heating the pipe in the forge David stuffed the non-business end with paper. This prevents smoke from billowing


out when he heats it. It also keeps the pipe cool so it can be held while heating it. Without paper to stop the air from moving through the pipe, the entire pipe would get very hot. He also 


 





stressed to the observers to turn the end of the pipe away from your face when you quench the pipe in water. Failure to observe this may result in hot steam in your face.    


     While heating the pipe, David kept it rotating in the coal for even heat. He said you have to also watch that coal does not build up inside of the pipe while heating it. Once the end of the pipe has reached the desired color in the forge David started forming the cup on the horn of the anvil. While striking the pipe with the hammer he kept the pipe rotating on the horn to evenly form the cup.


     Once the cup had opened up as far as it could on the anvil’s horn, David moved to a 2” ball trailer hitch he had mounted on his bench. This opened up the cup to the desired shape. 


David formed “ripples” on the edge of the cup using a tool he made and a small ball-peen hammer. 


     To form the bottom of the cup and cut it from the pipe David used a step form fuller made from mild steel. He only uses this fuller on his treadle hammer to prevent distortion of the mild steel, which a hammer would certainly cause. He said you could weld steel plate on the top and bottom of the fuller to make it work with a hammer. 


     David started fullering the cup in the large hole, and then by stepping down to a smaller hole each time the tool closed he ended up on the smallest hole in the fuller. This eventually separated the cup from the pipe.


     David also demonstrated how to forge the remaining pieces of the heart-shaped match holder using standard techniques.


David showed us the “Frederick Cross” before and after. Before the cross is formed, it appears to only be a small piece of mild steel with two cuts in it lengthwise. Using heat from the forge and a lot of patience David “unraveled” the cross. He said you can clean the piece up with Emory paper and then spray it with Deft spray to make it look nice.


     A couple of the new members asked David to demonstrate forge welding. David went into detail explaining flux and how to apply it. He did a very nice job showing us how to accomplish the forge weld. 


     David also made a couple of hooks to show how we can make things easily to give as gifts at Christmas time.


     It was a great meeting and I look forward to many more.

Subject: Something Artistic- Fred is a Master Blacksmith with years of experience, but in my opinion what makes him stand out amongst other Great Master Blacksmiths is his artistic ability. What he can do with hot metal is amazing. Last year was the first year that we had asked any professional smith to do something different and truly artistic. He demonstrated a number of items but the one that was really impressive was when he made a rose out of a single piece of iron (no welding).


Why come to this Event? Besides seeing a professional artist at work, you get to see his new shop, all the equipment that he has, how he uses it and ask him questions.  Fred is one of nicest people in this craft that we have ever met and a truly gifted person. --- Dale Morse’s Virginia Institute of Blacksmithing is in the same complex.
